The following items are not to be brought onto the playing field: 
 

• CHEWING GUM 
• SUNFLOWER SEEDS 
• TOBACCO PRODUCTS OF ANY KIND 
• CONFETTI 
• FOOD OR DRINK - NO SPORTS DRINKS 
      (WATER WILL BE PROVIDED BY TRINITY H.S.) 
• EXCESSIVELY HEAVY OR SHARP OBJECTS. 

 

The following are miscellaneous notes to be aware of while on the field: 
 

• Please keep any stray athletic or other tape off the field surface 
• Please do not allow players to kick or throw objects (even balls) against the 

brick walls 
• Shoes are to be worn at all times while on the surface 
• If anyone gets sick or is bleeding, please make one of the Trinity staff on 

hand aware of this so that they can take care of the spill right away 
 

The following applies to the rest of the stadium (for fans, etc.): 
 

• THIS IS A SMOKE-FREE FACILITY 
• Umbrellas are not permitted inside the stadium.  If there is a threat  

        of rain, it would be a good idea to bring ponchos  
• Do not throw confetti on the field surface 

 

As the teams arrive, there will be someone from Trinity to direct you to your dressing rooms and 
warm-up areas.  Sometime during the week, Trinity will hold a one-hour walk thru on the playing 
field.  Trinity will set the schedule and we will contact you once it is set. 
 

We hope that you, your team, fans and cheerleaders will enjoy this experience to the fullest, and 
by abiding by the above; we will be able to continue this tradition far into the future.
